Parade of Tears FAQ’s

1. Do I need to register in order to participate in the Parade of Tears?

· No, just come and bring friends! 
2. What about inclement weather?

· The Parade will go on, rain or shine, so bring an umbrella if it looks like rain.  In case of severe weather, check the website (www.osupriceoflife.org) for instructions. 
3. Where can I park? 

· There is a parking garage just north of the Ohio Union, with entrances on both High Street and College Avenue.  Additional parking is available at the Gateway Garage, 75 E. 11th Ave.
4. What should I do once I arrive?

· Go to the courtyard on the west side of the Union and you’ll see tents with Price of Life signs.  

5. What should I bring?

· If you have raised money and have checks to donate, bring them.  If you’d like to make a sign with a message like “END SLAVERY NOW,” please do so.  Some groups of participants may want to bring supplies to bind their hands or chain themselves together as a representation of the realities of slavery.  You may also want to bring a bottle of water or an umbrella.  Wear comfortable shoes!
6. Is fundraising required?

· Fundraising is not required, and we do not want anyone to stay away from the Parade because they have not raised funds for our partner organizations.  On the other hand, one of the best ways to fight the global and local exploitation of women and children is to raise money for those organizations that are doing an excellent job on the front lines of this battle.  Therefore, we are challenging each parade participant to raise $100 for this cause.  Donations can be made online at www.osupriceoflife.org/donate or checks should be made out to IVCF-USA with “Price of Life” on the memo line. Funds will be receipted by IVCF-USA, but all monies received will be granted to these excellent organizations:  World Vision, Not for Sale, International Justice Mission, Hagar USA, and Gracehaven House.
7. Can I bring children? 

· The parade route is not long and would be suitable for most children; however, some images (human illustrations of trafficking) may be disturbing to children. 

Town Hall Meeting FAQ’s

1. Where should I park?
· There is a parking garage on the north side of the Ohio Union, with entrances from High Street and College Avenue.  Additional parking is available at the Gateway Garage, 75 E. 11th Ave.
2. Is there pending legislation related to human trafficking?  If so, how can I support it?  
· Federal level - Call or write a letter to your member of Congress asking them to co-sponsor the Child Protection Compact Act, which will help fight human trafficking overseas. If they’re already a co-sponsor, thank them for making the eradication of slavery and trafficking a priority.  To find your congressperson, go to http://clerk.house.gov/member_info/index.html 
· State level - Contact your state senator and ask them to pass Sub. SB 235 out of committee and put it to a vote on the Senate floor. You can find your legislator here: http://www.legislature.state.oh.us/ Tell them that new Ohio human trafficking legislation is necessary and must be in line with the federal Trafficking Victims Protection Act (TVPA) and Department of Justice definitions.
